Summit in April focused on engaging government managers that
was attended by over a dozen Tribal governments, the three West
Coast states, and federal agencies to highlight regional management
needs.

WCOA also continues to
prioritize all aspects of Tribal engagement with a range of activities
and partnership-building being supported by our West Coast Ocean
Tribal Caucus.

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STORIES FROM OUR FELLOWS

WCOA is proud to be supporting 4 amazing fellows, who are hosted with state and federal partners to
address real-world ocean science and management challenges! Here are a few highlights from their
fellowships:

Ysabelle Yrad is a recent graduate of the University of Michigan with a Master
of Science in Environment and Sustainability. In her fellowship, Ysabelle works
with the Blue Lake Rancheria (BLR) in Humboldt County, California. Her
project centers around fostering community-focused planning for sustainable
offshore wind energy development. Her work emphasizes the importance of
tribal engagement in offshore wind projects, advocating for the inclusion of
tribal perspectives in decision-making processes. Learn more.

Suzie O’Niell

Suzie O’Neill came to her fellowship from Seattle, following an undergraduate
degree in geophysics in Rhode Island. As a fellow, Suzie works with NOAA
Fisheries to support sustainable aquaculture development. O’Neill is working
on the development of a state-wide aquaculture plan in Oregon with key
stakeholders, and conducting a needs assessment of NOAA

consultation biologists to enhance their effectiveness in reviewing
aquaculture projects on the West Coast. Learn more.

Avery Calhoun was matched with NOAA's Offshore Wind Energy Team, diving
into NOAA's role in offshore wind initiatives through policy-making processes,
GIS mapping, and data visualization. Currently, Calhoun is developing a
StoryMap to communicate NOAA Fisheries' survey data. Looking ahead,
Calhoun seeks to further refine communication tools and deepen
understanding of NOAA's policies and collaborations for impactful
contributions to the field.

Carina Burroughs holds a Master's in Coastal and Marine Resource Management
and has experience in both ecological and social science research. As a fellow,
Burroughs works as the NOAA Fisheries West Coast Offshore Wind Team
Support Lead, investigating the complexities of offshore wind initiatives. She
supports logistics and coordination with stakeholders and analyzes public
comments for ecosystem concerns related to offshore wind
